My name is Steve Cleary and I am the volunteer Community Outreach representative for the Chattahoochee

District (www.cdbsa.org ) of the Boy Scouts of America Atlanta Area Council (www.atlantabsa.org ).  My

objective is to inform our home schooling community about Cub and Boy Scouting and how boys and their

parents can become involved.

There are Cub Scout units throughout North Fulton County that will be hosting School Night for Scouting

events through early September.  This is an evening, typically held at a local grade school, where the boys and

their parents can learn more about the great family oriented program of scouting.  As a volunteer I can provide

any parent interested with a schedule of those events within the Chattahoochee District and direct those from

other areas to the appropriate people in their communities for a like schedule.  If there is interest in forming a

new Venturing Crew, Boy Scout Troop, or Cub Scout Pack, again I will assist in getting the right people

involved immediately.
