Power of Scouting in Haitian Relief Efforts 

 

The news coming out of Haiti is very grave. So many citizens are missing or are in need of 

immediate care. ―Our hearts and prayers go out to those suffering at this very difficult time,‖ said 

BSA International Commissioner Jim Turley. 
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There is one small beacon of hope. World Scouting has been in contact with a member of the 

Scouts and Guides of France who happened to be in Port-au-Prince, Haiti, during this horrific 

earthquake. ―This Scouter reports that our brother and sister Scouts are helping in the relief 

effort. No one should ever underestimate the power of Scouting! ‗Be Prepared‘ are not just 

words on a piece of paper. Rather, they are a call to action,‖ explained Turley. 

 

Agencies trained in disaster relief are already on the ground in Haiti. Additionally, the U.S. is 

sending military troops and supplies to further assist rescue and relief efforts. But there are still a 

number of ways members of the BSA can help in Haiti. The biggest need right now is financial 

resources to purchase emergency supplies; later it will be to help rebuild once the emergency of 

the coming days has passed. 

 

The most efficient way to meet immediate needs is through your local American Red Cross 

Chapter. The BSA has a long-standing relationship with the American Red Cross and has 

every bit of faith that monetary donations will be put to use in the most effective way.

Leaders remember that leader awards count towards Honor Unit! 

 

Attention Committee Chairs: NEW “Unit Leader Award of Merit” 

Quality unit leadership is the key to a quality unit program—and it leads to better Scout 

retention. Statistics show that if young people stay engaged in the program for at least five years, 

the BSA‘s influence likely will stay with them for the rest of their lives. A quality Scouting 

experience will help keep Scouts in the program, and the Boy Scouts of America created the Unit 

Leader Award of Merit to recognize the quality unit leaders who make that happen. 

The Unit Leader Award of Merit replaces the Scoutmaster Award of Merit, the Varsity Team 

Coach Award of Merit, and the Venturing Crew Advisor's Award of Merit programs. This new 

recognition has revised requirements and may be earned by Cubmasters as well. 

 

Requirements 

The nominee must: 

1.Be a currently registered Cubmaster, Scoutmaster, Coach, or Advisor who has served in that 

position at least 18 continuous months. 

2.Meet the training requirements for the registered position. 

3.Distribute a printed or electronic annual unit program plan and calendar to each family in the 

unit. 

4.Have a leader succession plan in place. 

5.Effectively use the advancement method so that at least 60 percent of the unit‘s youth have 

advanced at least once during the last 12 months. 

6.Cultivate a positive relationship with the chartered organization. 

7.Project a positive image of Scouting in the community. 

Nomination Procedure 

1.The unit committee chairman completes the Unit Leader Award of Merit Nomination Form on 

behalf of the unit committee. Nominations for a Scoutmaster or crew Advisor must also include 

endorsement from the senior patrol leader or crew president. 



2.The unit or district commissioner certifies that the form is complete. 

3.The unit submits the nomination form to the council for approval by the Scout executive and 

council commissioner or president. 

The Award 

Upon receipt of the approved nomination form, the council may present the Unit Leader Award 

of Merit, which includes a certificate, square knot with the appropriate device, and a gold-

bordered unit leader emblem. Recognition of this achievement may be presented at appropriate 

district or council events, such as district or council leader recognition dinners, training events, 

and board meetings. 

The award may be presented for each program, Cub Scouts, Boy Scouts, Varsity, and Venturing, 

if the individual meets the requirements in each program. Only one knot is worn with the devices 

of each program that the award was earned in.

Advancement Changes for 2010 

Happy New Year!  It‘s time to get caught up on changes to the BSA Advancement program.   

The Cub Scout awards for Disabilities Awareness, Family Travel, Good Manners, Nutrition, Pet 

Care, Photography Reading and Writing, and Video Games were added in November, 2009.    

There are changes to every Boy Scout rank.  Please make sure that your Scouts begin using the 

latest requirements on their next rank.  They may complete the current rank under the old 

requirements, but must use the new requirements for the next rank.  A question came up about 

Scouts who typically work on Tenderfoot, Second Class and First Class ranks at the same time.  

If a Scout is currently a Tenderfoot, he may use the old requirements to complete Second Class, 

but must use the new requirements for First Class, even if he has already completed some of the 

requirements for First Class. 

Every merit badge pamphlet has been reprinted for 2010.  The actual text and requirements, in 

most cases did not change from the previous editions. In some cases, however, the new editions 

do contain new information, and new requirements.  If the copyright date in the new pamphlet is 

not 2008 or later, the text in the pamphlet, including the requirements, did not change, only the 

cover and illustrations.  Be sure to check the edition date of each booklet against the list of dates 

in the ―2010 Boy Scout Requirements‖ book. 

A new merit badge, for Scuba Diving, was released and made available to Scouts as of 

December 1, 2009.  In addition, BSA has announced that four other new merit badges will be 

released later in 2010.  These will include Inventing in the first quarter, Scouting Heritage and 

Geocaching in the 2nd quarter, and Robotics in the fourth quarter.   Come to Roundtable and 

read The River to keep up-to-date as they arrive. 

Also, in celebration of the 100 year anniversary, BSA has brought back, for this year only, 4 

retired merit badges.  The requirements for Tracking, Pathfinding, Carpentry and Signaling merit 

badges are only available at a special section of the 100th Anniversary web site.  No merit badge 

books will be printed.  The borders of the badges will be embroidered with a shiny gold thread 

that will immediately identify them as 2010 Historical Merit Badges.  The Historical Merit 

Badge will count towards rank advancement.  Be aware that these merit badges must be finished 

by December 31, 2010.  After that, they go back into retirement. 

There are no requirements changes for Varsity, Venturing or Sea Scouting, except as they apply 

to the Star, Life and Eagle ranks of Boy Scouts. 

If you have any questions about these or any advancement issues, check with your unit 

advancement committee.  If they have questions the District advancement committee is 

available.

Flashback Merit Badges, Historic Merit Badges make a Comeback 

BSA has also announced a special program in honor of the 100th anniversary of the founding of 

the BSA, which includes the reintroduction, for ONE YEAR ONLY, of four Historical Merit 

Badges - Carpentry, Pathfinding, Signaling, and Tracking. The basics of the 2010 Historical 

Merit Badge program include: 

The merit badges will closely resemble the original designs of the merit badges with the 

exception of the borders. The borders will be embroidered with a shiny gold thread that will be 

immediately identifiable as a 2010 Historical Merit Badge.  

The original merit badge requirements will be used wherever possible. Exceptions will be made 

when current safety or social standards dictate. Adaptations can also be made for special needs 

Scouts. The requirements are listed below.  

The merit badges will count for towards a boy‘s rank advancement.  

Work on the badges is not to commence prior to January 1, 2010 and is to be finished no later 

than December 31, 2010.  

The Supply Division will not create or reprint pamphlets for the merit badges. Any and all 

material will be posted to a special section of the 100th Anniversary web site that can be 

accessed by the interested boys and their merit badge counselors. 

 

Carpentry 

This Historical Merit Badge can be earned only during calendar year 2010, in honor of the 100th 

anniversary of the Boy Scouts of America. 

It was first offered in 1911 and discontinued in 1952. 

The requirements are as follows: 

1. Demonstrate the use of the rule, square, level, plumb-line, miter, chalk-line and bevel.  

2. Demonstrate the proper way to drive, set, and clinch a nail, draw a spike with a claw-

hammer, and to join two pieces of wood with screws.  

3. Show correct use of the cross-cut saw and of the rip-saw.  

4. Show how to plane the edge, end and the broad surface of a board.  

5. Demonstrate how to lay shingles.  

6. Make a simple article of furniture for practical use in the home or on the home grounds, 

finished in a workmanlike manner, all work to be done without assistance.

Pathfinding 

This Historical Merit Badge can be earned only during calendar year 2010, in honor of the 100th 

anniversary of the Boy Scouts of America. 

It was first offered in 1911 and discontinued in 1952. 

The requirements are as follows: 

1. Demonstrate a general knowledge of the district within a three-mile radius of the local 

Scout Headquarters, or his house so as to be able to guide people at any time day or night 

to points within this area.  

2. Know the population of the five principal neighboring towns and cities as selected by his 

Guide or Counselor. Demonstrate direction for reaching them from Scout Headquarters 

or his house.  

3. If in the country, know the breeds of horses, cattle, sheep and hogs owned on the five 

neighboring farms; if in the city, demonstrate directions to tourist camp and to five places 

for purchasing food supplies.  

4. Demonstrate how to direct tourists from his home to gas, oil, tire, and general auto repair.  

5. Give telephone number, if any, and directions for reaching the nearest police station, fire-

fighting apparatus, Court House or Municipal Building , the nearest Country Farm 

Agent's office, doctor, veterinarian and hospital.  

6. Know something of the history of his community and the location of its principal places 

of interest and public buildings.  

7. Submit a scale map, not necessarily drawn by himself, upon which he has personally 

indicated as much of the above-required information.  

 

Signaling 

This Historical Merit Badge can be earned only during calendar year 2010, in honor of the 100th 

anniversary of the Boy Scouts of America. 

It was first offered in 1910 (as Signaller) and discontinued in 1992. 

The requirements are as follows: 

1. Make an electric buzzer outfit, wireless, blinker, or other signaling device. Send and 

receive in the International Morse Code, by buzzer or other sound device, a complete 

message of not less than 35 words, at a rate of not less than 35 letters per minute.  

2. Demonstrate an ability to send and receive a message in the International Morse Code by 

wigwag and by blinker or other light signaling device at a rate of not less than 20 letters 

per minute.  

3. Send and receive by Semaphore Code at the rate of not less than 30 letters per minute.

4. Know the proper application of the International Morse Code and Semaphore Codes; 

when, where, and how they can be used to best advantage.  

5. Discuss briefly various other codes and methods of signaling which are in common use.  

 

Tracking 

This Historical Merit Badge can be earned only during calendar year 2010, in honor of the 100th 

anniversary of the Boy Scouts of America. 

It was first offered (as Stalking) in 1911 and discontinued in 1952. 

The requirements are as follows: 

1. Demonstrate by means of a stalking game or otherwise, ability to stalk skillfully in 

shelter and wind, etc., when occasion demands.  

2. Know and recognize the tracks of ten different kinds of animals or birds in his vicinity, 

three of which may be domestic.  

3. Submit satisfactory evidence that he has trailed two different kinds of wild animals or 

birds on ordinary ground far enough to determine the direction in which they were going, 

and their gait or speed. Give names of animals or birds trailed, their direction of travel, 

and describe gait and speed; or submit satisfactory evidence that he has trailed six 

different kinds of wild animal or birds in snow, sand, dust or mud, far enough to 

determine the direction in which they were going, and their gait or speed. Give names of 

animals or birds trailed, their direction of travel, and describe gait and speed.  

4. Submit evidence the he has scored at least 30 points from the following groups: [Group 

(f) and 4 of the 5 groups (a), (b), (c), (d), (e) must be represented in the score of 30 and at 

least 7 points must be scored from (a), (b), or (c)].  

Make a clear photograph of:  

a. Live bird away from nest

b. Live woodchuck or smaller wild animal 
3 

points 

c. Live wild animal larger than woodchuck 
4 

points 

d. Live bird on nest  
3 

points

GOD AND SCOUTING 

 

When asked where religion came into Scouting and Guiding, Baden-Powell replied, It does not 

come in at all. It is already there. It is a fundamental factor underlying Scouting and Guiding. 

  

One of the key tenets of Scouting is "duty to God." While Scouting does not define religious 

belief for its members, it has been adopted by and works with youth programs of all major faiths. 

Each of the major faiths breeds hope, optimism, compassion, and a belief in a better tomorrow. 

Scouting encourages each young person to begin a spiritual journey through the practice of his 

faith tradition. 

  

 
  

Cub Scouts have the opportunity to earn a Youth Religious Award for participation in youth 

program of his faith. This award is a knot patch and like the Arrow of Light Award is worn on a 

scouting uniform throughout the stages of the scouting program.  In the United States less than 

5% of the scouts earn this prestigious award, which makes it all the more special. Faiths vary in 

their execution guidelines and requirements for the award, but in each case it requires a passion 

and commitment from a group of volunteers.

Scouting Commemorative Coin 

The United States Mint has unveiled the designs for the upcoming 2010 Boy Scouts of America 

Centennial Silver Dollar. The coins will be issued next year, as authorized under Public Law 

110-363, the Boy Scouts of America Centennial Commemorative Coin Act. 

Under the authorizing legislation, designs for the Boy Scouts Commemorative Coin are intended 

to be "emblematic of 100 years of the largest youth organization in the United States, the Boy 

Scouts of America." 

The obverse design of the 2010 Boy Scouts Silver Dollar features an image of a Cub Scout, Boy 

Scout, and female Venturer saluting. The centennial dates "1910" and "2010" are to the right of 

the image. Inscriptions within a circle around the rim of the coin read "Continuing the Journey", 



"In God We Trust", and "Liberty". The obverse was designed by Artistic Infusion Program 

Master Designer Donna Weaver and engraved by US Mint Sculptor-Engraver Charles Vickers. 

The reverse design depicts the Boy Scouts of America universal emblem. Inscriptions 

surrounding the emblem read "United States of America", "Boy Scouts of America", "Be 

Prepared", "E Pluribus Unum", and "One Dollar". The reverse was engraved by US Mint 

Sculptor-Engraver Jim Licaretz. 

The Boy Scouts coins will be stuck in 90% silver and 10% copper with a face value of $1. The 

coins will be offered in uncirculated and proof qualities with US Mint sales beginning on or after 

February 8, 2010 and continuing until the end of the year or until the maximum authorized 

mintage of 350,000 coins has been sold.
