New BSA Policy on Chemical Fuels 
Hey Old Timers!  It’s the 21st  century and National has updated what we can and cannot use on 

campouts for fuels and equipment.  It was a needed update.  Due to the years of drought and 

more environmental concerns.  We rarely actually cook over an open fire.  Specifically relating 

to ―homemade‖ Bora 80 style can stoves and open liquid fuel has been outlawed.    Most all 

commercially manufactured equipment using its designated proper fuel for that device is 

approved.  Many fuels are recommended and  a few are not.  One old time favorite for open can 

stoves, denatured ethyl alcohol, is not recommended.  See the link to the PDF for details.
