The responsibilities of the Tiger Cub den leader can be summarized as:

	 1. �Work directly with other den and pack leaders to ensure that their  
den is an active and successful part of the pack.

	 2. �Coordinate shared leadership among the Tiger Cub adult partners,  
ensuring that den meetings and outings are planned, prepared for,  
and conducted by all adult partners on a rotating basis, and that the  
den activities provide advancement opportunities for the boys.

	 3. �Attend pack leaders’ meetings.

	 4. �Lead the den at the monthly meeting and pack activities.

	 5. �Ensure the transition of boys in the Tiger Cub den into a Wolf den  
at the end of the year.
